	Principles:

1. Quality monitoring is an essential part of the educational process, which reveals the reserves in the learning process and leads to the improvement.
2. The basic criteria for monitoring the quality of the educational process include:
· assessment of human resources (implementation of qualification criteria)

· assessment of infrastructure (used classroom teaching equipment, computers, testing laboratories, etc.)

· the availability and timeliness of the study literature (books, textbooks, teaching tools, etc.).
3. An important part of monitoring the quality of educational process is the level of lectures and seminars (ability of teacher to take a students and get them to subject,  use the modern didactic techniques, student participation in lectures, system testing (objectivity), etc.).
4. A very precious feedback for teachers is assessment of educational process by students (anonymous questionnaire) and assessment the quality of students by practice.
5. The result of monitoring the quality of educational process is the detection defects and an teacher’s opportunity to take corrective actions to improve access to the educational (pedagogical) process.
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
